You belong to the Thandi culture. People in the Thandi culture are value being together with other Thandis. You love being close to others and enjoy holding hands with other Thandi friends, but only those of the same sex. You smile and laugh frequently, especially when you are embarrassed by what someone else is doing. 

Your communication style is as follows:

· Whispering: As a sign of respect to others, you whisper with your eyes lowered. Looking another in the eyes is very disrespectful and just plain rude. If this occurs, you laugh at the person’s mistake and move away.

· Voice volume: People with loud voices scare and offend you and you avoid such people by quickly turning and moving away, taking your friends with you. It’s much nicer to get close to a new person and then speak softly. (See above). 

· Age: You do not discuss any personal matters, particularly age, with those whom you do not know well. This is considered bad manners or childish. If this occurs, you laugh at the person’s mistake and move away.

· Touch: Touching by someone of the opposite sex is considered terribly offensive. If this occurs, you laugh at the person’s mistake and move away, taking any other Thandis nearby with you.

You belong to the Yenoo culture. People in the Yenoo culture value equality, honesty and openness. You love to compete and see yourselves as being able to do anything. To respect each other’s space, you prefer to keep a few feet distance from each other. 

Your communication style is as follows:

· Speaking: When greeting other Yenoos or someone for the first time, you shout “Yenoo!” looking them in the eyes, to show your joy. You continue to shout this greeting until it is returned. Other Yenoos enjoy exchanging this greeting often.

· Voice volume: It’s important to articulate so people can hear you and you appreciate the same in return. People who speak too softly or mumble lack confidence and you need to help them feel more comfortable. To make the person feel comfortable with you, clap them on the back as much as possible. 

· Age: When meeting a new person, you like to find out about them and tell them about yourself as quickly as possible. Age is very important to know so you start with that question first and then ask other personal questions about their family and job.

· Touch: To make others, particularly those of the opposite sex, feel comfortable with you, you clap them on the back to show honest friendship. Other Yenoos enjoy this comeraderie.
